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Set-Up and Paint Instructions

Getting Ready to paint
1. Make sure the table you are using is clean and clear.

2. Place a paper towel down, then place the ceramic item on top.

3. Use a cup or bowl with a little water in it for rinsing brushes.

4. Use paint palettes to pour a small amount of each color to use. Paints will dry out, so pour as needed for each color. If the paint does dry, just add a little water and stir with a brush.

5. Use color sample palette to see what the color will look like once fired.

Get Creative!

· You can use a regular #2 pencil to lightly sketch a design before you paint, it will disappear after firing. Please do not erase as it will interfere with the glazing process.

· Be sure to use 2-3 coats of paint if you want a solid looking color. If use use less than that, the color will still be the same but you will see the brush strokes (which can look nice when making leaves for example).

· Any area you leave unpainted will be glossy white once fired.

· You can paint a background color on your piece first, but be sure to let it dry for just a few minutes before painting a design on top.

· You can mix paint colors on your palette to make a different color, but the final shade will be a surprise. Basic rules apply (yellow and blue to make green, etc.)
· Please do not use anything other than ceramic paint on your piece! Any other kind of paint, marker, glue, or glitter will fire away in the kiln (even sharpie markers), and may cause fumes that can be dangerous when firing.

Finishing Up

· Be sure to sign or mark your piece with either a small brush and paint, or with the black underglaze pencil provided in your kit. This pencil will not disappear (use with care).

· Let pieces air dry (until they are no longer shiny…about 10-20 min) then wrap them back up and place back in the box.

· Please rinse brushes and palettes with warm water.

· Make sure paint bottles are closed.

About the paint: It has been my experience that this is really not a messy project, even when dealing with small children, but just in case, I would not do the project on white carpet! The paint does come out of clothing, carpet, etc. and is very easy to clean up. We only use non-toxic paints and glazes.
